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Nobel Prize in Economics 2025:

Learning lessons for Indian
Citizens

Introduction :

Joel Mokyr, Philippe Aghion, and
Peter Howitt are the recipients of the
Sveriges Riksbank Prize in Economic
Sciences in Memory of Alfred Nobel for
the year 2025, as announced by the Royal
Swedish Academy of Sciences (Nobel
Prize. org). The Nobel prize includes a
monetary reward of 11 million Swedish
kronor (Nobel Prize.org) (About INR
10,36,83,437 as per the currency
exchange as on 30 October, 2025 - https:/
/sek. currencyrate.today/convert/amount-
11000000-to-inr.html). In addition, a gold
medal and a Diploma certificate with a
unique work of art associated with the
winner’s contribution are also awarded
(Nobel Prize.org). In Stockholm,
laureates receive the Nobel Prize medal
and diploma for Economics from King
Carl XVI Gustaf of Sweden. Every
laureate delivers a lecture for receiving
the award, which describes the details of
their research. Interested readers may
find many interesting facts related to the
different Nobel Prize distribution cere-
monies in the link https://www.nobel
prize.org/nobel-prize-award-ceremonies/.
The objective of this research is to
introduce the reader to the theoretical
contributions of the 2025 Nobel laureates
in Economics and to suggest learning
lessons for selected stakeholders in India,
thereby contributing to sustained global
economic growth.
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The Theoretical Contribution of Nobel
Laureates in Economics for 2025

The 2025 Nobel Prize in
Economics was equally distributed into
two halves, with one half given to Joel
Mokyr (affiliated with Northwestern
University, Evanston, IL, USA, Eitan
Berglas School of Economics, Tel Aviv
University, Israel), while the other half
was collectively awarded to Philippe
Aghion (affiliated with College de France
and INSEAD, Paris, France, The London
School of Economics and Political
Science, UK), and Peter Howitt (affiliated
with Brown University, Providence, RI,
USA). The prize was awarded for their
noteworthy contribution “for having
explained innovation-driven economic
growth”, of which Joel Mokyr was
appreciated “for having identified the
prerequisites for sustained growth
through technological progress” and
Philippe Aghion and Peter Howitt were
appreciated “for the theory of sustained
growth through creative destruction”
(NobelPrize.org).

Joel Mokyr, an economic histo-
rian, has highlighted that global economic
growth has been sustainable over the
last 200 years. The period preceding that
also featured sporadic, yet crucial
innovations; however, the period could
not witness sustained economic growth.
He believes that such sustained economic
growth was the result of two types of
knowledge that built upon each other.
Propositional knowledge explains why
something works, and prescriptive
knowledge describes what is necessary
for something to work. Continuous
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feedback between these two kinds of
knowledge led to innovations in new
goods, services, their alternate uses, and
more efficient methods for producing
them. Other necessary conditions, besides
a strong connection between proposi-
tional and perspective knowledge, include
institutions that facilitate the conversion
of ideas into commercial products, highly
skilled and knowledgeable citizens, and
a society that can accommodate change
and the resulting disruption of established
interest groups. Mokyr observes that
historically, such changes have faced
resistance, but they have been
outcompeted by innovations that have
been widely adopted by society. Such
resilience against existing interest groups,
m favor of mnovations, their commer-
cialization, and societal acceptance,
resulted in sustained growth. Mokyr
proves this thesis using historical data
from the pre- and post-industrial
revolution, which originated in Europe,
particularly in the UK, due to the
facilitative conditions that existed in the
UK for initiating the process of sustained
growth.

Philippe Aghion and Peter Howitt
provided a novel mathematical model
that explained how sustainable growth
evolves from the economist Schumpeter’s
concept of creative destruction. In the
phrase creative destruction, creative refers
to ‘the creation of new production
processes and new, better-quality
products’, and destruction refers to ‘the
old, obsolete products and companies
that lose commercial value because new
products outcompete them’. They
provided a mathematical model using
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modern data that continuous techno-
logical progress leads to sustained
economic growth. However, Aghion and
Howitt emphasize that such transitions
result in the replacement of old
companies, their employees, and their
skill sets with companies driving inno-
vation, thereby replacing employees with
relevant and required skill sets. This
continuous, creative destruction-based
replacement drives sustained economic
growth. Although they also highlight how
such creative destruction may require
crucial decisions related to Research and
Development (R&D) spending. They
argue that it is essential to ensure the
innovative company has a first-mover
monopolistic advantage to incentivize
their risk-taking in R&D, else there will
be no motivation to innovate. Since such
innovations are a continuous process,
greater spending on R&D will result in
shorter-term gains, followed by a
subsequent decline in the innovator’s
market share, allowing room for newer
innovations. Such investments in R&D-
based production require households to
save and have developed financial
markets. Aghion and Howitt could
suggest what economists term ‘general
equilibrium’ in a macroeconomic model
based on creative destruction for the
first time. For a more detailed reading

stakeholders

All Indians can contribute to
India’s and, thereby, the world’s sustained
economic growth by understanding and
imple- menting the theory propounded
by Mokyr, Aghion, and Howitt, in the
expected spirit.

The corporates: The corporates play a
pivotal role in the model developed by
the Nobel laureates. Companies should
invest in R&D to develop new products,
services, alternative uses of existing
products and services, and efficient
methods of production. They may seek
profits by selling innovative products
and services derived from innovations
emanating from risk-taking associated
with R&D expenditures, thereby rein-
vesting in fueling further innovations.
They may continuously evolve by
exploring newer innovations, each time
contributing to an improvement in human
lives or enhancing the conditions of both
biotic and abiotic surroundings. If not
for such continuous innovations, they
would be outcompeted by competitors
who provide greater value products and
services to consumers. In any case, the
corporations should responsibly facilitate
and motivate employees to train and
educate themselves for employment
continuity during the transition to newer
innovations. Thus, corporations can retain
loyal employees and reap the benefits of
retention.

The employees: The pace at which
innovations are happening leaves less
scope for employees to continue reaping
the benefits of the same skill set over a
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longer duration. Instead, the employees
will be compelled to adapt and become
lifelong learners, continuously upgrading
and enhancing their skills. If they do not
adapt to the requirements of newer
innovations, they may become jobless
and struggle to find a livelihood. In
particular, the increase in innovation
frequency and the reduction in time gaps
between innovations will compel
employees to upskill and upgrade them-
selves more promptly and continuously,
remaining relevant in the job market and
seeking greater returns. It would require
upgradation far beyond their academically
acquired knowledge and skills, which
might remain relevant only briefly during
the early career. ‘Adaptability quotient’
will be prominent.

The society: Newer products will only
be as relevant as their users find them
useful. Quicker adaptation to newer
products and services will not only
consistently improve the standards of
living but also compel innovators to meet
the growing expectations of societal
needs continually. A more demanding
society will also ignite innovation, which
can eventually eliminate the’ pain points’
and make life happier. Thus, a demanding
and adaptive society can keep the
innovators on their toes to continually
innovate and pave the way for sustained
growth.

The institutions: A coordinated approach
between academia, government,
corporates, and society is pivotal to the
success of sustained growth. Academica
should contribute through knowledge
generation and distribution through
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research and teaching, respectively.
Academia will need to generate
knowledge through innovation and R&D.
Ultimately, continuous communication
between academia and industry will
ensure the commercial and societal
viability of the products developed
through research in the sciences and
social sciences. Research in social
sciences will inform and provide a
feedback loop to the sciences and
industry regarding the need and
importance of innovation in products and
services. Such communication between
academia and industry will ensure that
whatever is relevant is innovated and
whatever is innovated is relevant. This is
crucial to ensure the efficient use of
scarce resources in the economy. The
government will have to facilitate each
of these processes through financial
resources and policies. Effective
regulations should be in place to caution
against the prospective hazards of the
processes of ‘creative destruction’.
During such transitions, the government
may perform its role of being a welfare
state for the employees, during their
skills-upgradation phase, by providing
them with the necessary means to sustain
themselves and their families with
dignity. The government may also
provide necessary financial and policy
support to the corporates to continuously
innovate. The government may also
motivate R&D in academia by providing
necessary academic, administrative, and
financial autonomy to innovators.

None of these stakeholders alone
can lead to sustained economic growth.
Every citizen can contribute to sustained
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economic growth by improving the
efficiency of the tasks they perform in
their daily lives, regardless of how small
or large. It is pivotal that each of these
stakeholders coordinate with one another
and complement their roles to ultimately
enhance the innovative ecosystem for
the greater benefit of humans, biotic,
and abiotic components. In particular,
during the phase of inevitable creative
destruction, empathy for all concerned
and inclusiveness should drive the
change. Ultimately, global citizens should
be able to comprehend the larger benefits
of uniting beyond national boundaries,
guided by the ideology of ‘vasudhaiv
kutumbakam’. Technological innovations
should serve all and thereby contribute
to sustained global economic growth!

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Nobel Prize in Literature : 2025

“I’m not interested to believe in
something, but to understand the people
who believe.” Laszl6 Krasznahorkai,
2025, Nobel Prize Winner

Since the first announcement in
1901, the Nobel Prize in Literature has
made the world pause and reflect on the
immense power of words, which
illuminate history, unravel the comp-
lexities of human emotions, and remind
us of humanity. In 2025, this recognition
shined upon Hungarian novelist Léaszlo
Krasznahorkai, a writer who has also
won the Man Booker International prize
m 2015. The Nobel Committee’s tribute,
a “compelling and visionary oeuvre that,
in the midst of apocalyptic terror,
reaffirms the power of art” for Laszlo
Krasznahorkai, acknowledges the realistic
optimism that defines his writing. While
many authors use fiction to escape the
world, Krasznahorkai turns toward
societies on the brink, toward lives
fraying under invisible pressures and
finds there a fierce, almost stubborn,
humanity.

Widely regarded as the most
important living Hungarian author, Laszl6
Krasznahorkai was born on 5 January
1954 in Gyula, Hungary, to a lawyer
father and a mother who worked as a
social security administrator. His early
years were shaped by books, discipline,
and the intellectual restlessness that later
defined his writing. Krasznahorkai
studied law and Hungarian language and
literature, a combination that sharpened
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his sensitivity to human frailty and to
the intricate machinery of society. After
working as an editor for a few years
until 1984, he committed himself fully
to writing and has remained a freelance
author ever since.

His first novel, Satantango (1985)
has remained his most celebrated work
till date. The novel unfolds in a decrepit,
isolated village in dystopian communist
Hungary. The plot revolves around the
enigmatic return of Irimias, a figure who
may be a saviour, a con-man, Or
something far more sinister. Through the
depiction of the manipulation of the
residents by Irimids, Krasznahorkai
exposes the village’s fragile social fabric
using a blend of brutality, dark humour,
and philosophical depth. The Guardian
described the novel as “a monster of a
book...brutal, relentless and so amazingly
bleak that it’s often quite funny.” It is
interesting to note that the twelve
chapters of Satantango each consists of
a single paragraph. Far from being merely
“experimental” or difficult, Satantango
teaches readers how to slow down, how
to inhabit the pauses and silences in
which real human emotions live. It
reveals that even despair has its own
music, and that ordinary people carry
extraordinary burdens quietly. The
English translation of the novel won the
2013 Best Translated Book Award
(Fiction), further cementing its status as
a modern classic.

The Melancholy of Resistance
(1989) 1is another famous work. Often
called a “comedy of apocalypse,” this
novel is set in a provincial Hungarian
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town thrown into turmoil by the arrival
of a travelling circus. The only attraction
of this circus is an enormous whale
carried on the back of a truck. The
creature’s grotesque presence unsettles
the townspeople and triggers a wave of
manipulation, fear, and collective
hysteria. George Szirtes, who translated
the novel into English, has memorably
described Krasznahorkai’s prose as “a
slow lava flow of narrative, a vast black
river of type,”. The novel is a powerful
study of social collapse. It won
Germany’s Book of the Year Award in
1993.

Krasznahorkai’s later works-War
& War (1999), Seiobo There Below
(2008), The Last Wolf and Herman
(2018) extend this vision while travelling
across wider emotional and geographical
landscapes. In War & War, a lonely
archivist travels the world in a desperate
attempt to preserve a manuscript he
believes contains the essence of
civilisation. The work is a moving portrait
of one man’s battle against meaning-
lessness. Seiobo There Below is an
episodic novel composed of 17 individual
“pieces,” each focusing on a different
story, character, and setting, from
Renaissance Italy to modern Japan.
Thematically, the book explores the
relationship between the artist and art,
focusing on the process of creation and
the impact of art on the viewer. The Last
Wolf and Herman is a collection of two
novellas exploring themes of obsession,
destruction, and the complex relationship
between humans and the natural world.
The Last Wolf is about a philosophy
professor tasked with writing the true
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story of the last wolf in a barren region
of Spain, which he narrates in a single,
long sentence. Herman tells the story of
a skilled trapper who is hired to clear a
forest of its “noxious beasts” but
eventually switches sides to hunt different
prey.

Krasznahorkai has a long-
standing creative partnership with the
renowned Hungarian filmmaker Béla Tarr
who has directed four films based on the
author’s works, and has co-written two
additional scripts with the author. Their
collaboration began with Kdarhozat
(Damnation) a 1988 black-and-white
Hungarian film directed by Béla Tarrin
and the screenplay co-written by Laszlo
Krasznahorkai. In 1994, there released
the seven-and-a-half-hour black-and-
white film adaptation of Satantango. The
making had taken almost seven years of
work, but is now regarded as a mas-
terpiece of world cinema. The Melan-
choly of Resistance has also been adapted
into a 2000 film by director Béla Tarr
called Werckmeister Harmonies,

Considered as a postmodern
writer, Krasznahorkai openly acknow-
ledges Kafka as his guiding literary
influence—"I follow him always,” he
has said. Across the world, reviewers
have struggled to describe the unsettling
beauty of his work. The Guardian calls
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him a “master of the apocalypse,” not
for writing about destruction alone but

for capturing the fragile emotions that
precede it. The New York Times notes
that his prose “flows like a river of
thought,” pulling readers into landscapes
where despair and hope coexist uneasily.
Many critics see him as a natural heir to
Katka, Dostoevsky, and Melville, writers
who understood that fear, absurdity, and
spiritual longing are inseparable from
the human condition. Yet Krasznahorkai
is not merely following a tradition; he is
extending it.

Despite the scale and seriousness
of his themes, Laszlé Krasznahorkai is,
at heart, a profoundly humane observer
of ordinary life. What sets him apart is
the compassionate intelligence that shines
through even the bleakest moments of
his fiction. His characters are people
who think too much, feel too deeply, or
fear too quietly. They stumble, suffer,
and lose their way, but much like us,
they continue to search for order, for
meaning, for a moment of grace. It is
this quiet insistence on endurance that
critics find extraordinary. As one reviewer
observed, “Krasznahorkai looks into the
abyss and still manages to find a pulse.”
His Nobel Prize is thus not a recognition
of darkness, but of his extraordinary
ability to navigate it, showing that
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storytelling remains one of humanity’s
deepest ways of understanding itself.
Krasznahorkai once remarked, half-
jokingly, that he writes long sentences
because “the human soul does not breathe
in full stops.” That insight captures his
entire artistic philosophy. By refusing
abrupt endings, his writing honours the
continuity of human experience: the flow
of consciousness, the persistence of
longing, and the unbroken thread of
endurance.

Across all these works, Krasznahorkai
returns to a few profound questions:

- How does one remain human in
inhuman circumstances?

- Where does beauty survive when the
world appears broken?

- What keeps a person moving when
hope becomes fragile?

These questions give his literature
a timeless resonance, allowing his stories
to speak not only to readers of today but
to anyone who has ever felt lost,
overwhelmed, or suspended between fear
and possibility.
